THE Courtside Club Championship Rules
· All matches played will be a maximum of 2 hours in length.  

· The format is 2 out of 3 sets with regular scoring AS TIME PERMITS.

If time is running short the rules are as follows:

· At 15 minutes before the time limit, any player leading by two or more games shall win the set.

· If there is a one game difference in the last set; one more game will be played to determine who wins the set.  
· If the result of that game ties the score, a 12 point tiebreaker shall be played to determine the set.
· If the result of the game makes one player a two game lead, the player with the 2 game lead wins the set.

Match Completion
The tournament is set up so that it is run as flexibly as possible.  With this in mind we have allocated 8 days for a round to be played.  It is up to the players to contact each other to arrange the match time.  Please let the person that you book the court with know that you are playing a club championship match.
· Once you have arranged a time, please call the club and book the court.  

· Upon your arrival, you will be given a can of balls, to use for the match.
